· File playback enhancements:

· A-B repeat can be set without the play bar displayed. The play bar is automatically displayed after A or B markers are set.

· A-B repeat is possible without the play bar being displayed.

· Stopping DVD playback when "Mute" is activated does not lock the unit in mute mode.

· Progress bar now displays as hh:mm:ss format.

· Pressing the popup key while playing a file now close the progress bar and then open the popup menu (as it does for time-shifting and live TV).
· Add exception handling for some cases of broken RADIO recording file (especially missing the stat file.)

· File management enhancements:

· Media files can be stored on the internal HDD under the contents folder.

· Recording files can be stored on the internal HDD under the recording folder.

· Delete confirmation pop up shows the name of the file to be deleted.

· The “Pop-up” menu was revised for all media types.

· When pause mode automatically de-activates after a long period, the front panel displaying "PAUSE" is fixed.

· There is a new feature to warn if the time-shift buffer is in use and the contents are at risk of being lost. You will be warned on service change/setup/file player attempt while time-shifting. 
· This feature is turned “On” or “off” in Setup/Misc./Preference/Time-Shift Warning.

· The time-shift warning popup times out after 5 seconds and will cancel the that was going to cause the time-shift buffer to be lost. The default button on the pop-up is set to “Yes.” so that you only need to press OK to make the change happen (the time-shift buffer contents will be lost).
· EPG enhancements:

· EPG events that coincide with the current time (now) are displayed with blue shading. The current event of current (active) service is a darker shade of blue.

· You can use the OK button to toggle timer recording/timer view/cancel timer of future programs. For current programs, the OK button only works for changing service.
