· case insensitive file name sorting 

· When playing a recording file which is being recorded, skipping to the EOF will send you to LIVE.

· EPG fixes

· highlight all repeats of timers in the guide as red, not just the next occurrence of the timer.

· change "Next Day" button to "Skip 24hrs", and have this button advance the EPG to 24hrs from the current time (currently always advances to midnight).

· upon pressing 'GUIDE', go to the EPG style you last used.

· change "View only" timers on EPG screen to be a different colour to "Record" timers (maybe blue, as suggested on p.50 of the original manual).

· file copy/move speed displayed in realtime.

· a case with not re-starting timer recording after power failure is resolved. 

· Playbar timeout added. 

· 10 sec for picture playback help. 5 sec for other playbars

· When AB mode is active, timeout is disabled.

· If playbar is brought up by pressing "OK" key, timeout is disabled. 

· Skip buttons ( left/up/right/down ) skips actually at first press.

· Next presses will behave just like they were.
· Goes to LIVE directly when you reached EOF when you play a recording file which is being recorded.
· There are some undocumented changes, too.

Known problems

· “REC” button twice on EPG screen will bring you a timer edit popup.

· At first time you do this after power on, the contents in the popup is drawn in the background.

· This will not occur again until you power on again

· System [rarely] crashes when you’re entering timeshift mode.
· QC reported this problem but beta testers never reported this.

· System [rarely] crashes when signal is really bad

· When signal is too bad so you can’t watch the channel longer than 3 sec.
